COVID-19 Case Trends - Celebrate the Holidays Safely 
COVID-19 case rates continue to decline in Santa Cruz County, with almost the same daily case rate as this time last
year.
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Vaccinations  

As of 10/27/21, data shows a -31% change in
average number of cases in the last 14 days,
a 20% decline compared to two weeks ago.
COVID-19 hospitalizations, ICU need, and
daily death rate are all in decline and
projected to decline over the next few
weeks. Trends are stable as of 10/28/21.
Majority of known cases since 7/1/2021 were
exposed in the community (59.83%) or
household (22.09%).
The Local Demographics Dashboard shows 
 that among active cases, the most number
of cases are in the 35-44 age range
(20.07%), followed by the 25-34 age range
(14.88%)

Moderna and Pfizer-BioNTech booster doses are
recommended for following individuals 6 months after
their primary series or 2 months following a Johnson and
Johnson dose:

65 years and older
Age 18+ who live in long-term care settings,
underlying medical conditions or work or live in high-
risk settings.

Eligible individuals may choose which vaccine they receive
as a booster dose.

COVID-19 Vaccines are proven to reduce the risk of severe
illness, hospitalization and  death against COVID-19. As of
10/22/21, eligibility for COVID-19 boosters expanded:
