Saturdays, 9 a.m. – 1 p.m. 
Sundays, 2 p.m. – 6 p.m. 

Once reopened, appointments may be made at MyTurn.ca.gov. While appointments are 
encouraged, walk-ins will be accommodated when possible. The site will provide Pfizer, 
Moderna and Johnson & Johnson vaccines.
